TREASURER’S STATEMENT OF THE RECEIPTS AND EXPENDITURE
OF THE CONSOLIDATED REVENUE FUND, AND OTHER MONEYS,
FOR THE YEAR 1874.

1. I have the honor to lay before the Legislative Assembly the Abstracts of the
Public Accounts for the year 1874, transmitted to me by the Honorable the Colonial
Treasurer, under the provisions of the Audit Act of 1870.

9. The Accounts were received by me on the 30th of March last, and I regret
that, owing to the pressure of current work and the inadequacy of the staff of my
department to keep pace with it, the final examination of the Statements to enable
me to certify to their correctness has been so protracted.

3. The Act granting the Supplies voted by Parliament for the service of the
year was assented to on the 10th of April; in the meantime the service was carried
on by Temporary Supply Acts for the months of January and February, viz. :—

37th Vie. No. 6, for £213,939,

and

37th Vie. No. 9, for £153,939 ;
the grants being made on the basis of the votes for the previous year, but subject to
any reduction that might be introduced in the Estimates-in-Chief for the year. The
additional £60,000 for the month of January was taken to enable the Treasurer to
make advances to Public Officers and others, and to pay expenses of an unforeseen
nature.

5. The Superannuation Act Repeal Act of 1873 authorized the Government
to raise, by the sale of Treasury Bills, or Debentures, bearing interest at the rate of
4 per cent., a sufficient sum to cover Refunds of Deductions, and Arrears of
Pensions and Gratuities—one-tenth part to be paid off each year until the Loan was
extinguished.

It

» it should be observed that amongst the Special Loan Fund “ Receipts,” there are two transfers made from the Conso-

lidated Revenue Fund, viz., £195,002 to the Railway Loan Act (36 Vic. No. 17), and £200,000 to the Loan Fund (38 Vic.
No. 2).
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It is my duty to report that the whole of the claims yet presented, amounting
to £96,703 10s. 2d., have been paid out of Revenue, and that the authority to borrow
has not been availed of. Whether under these circumstances it might not be
desirable to ratify the action of the Executive, by a formal Resolution of the House,
or by a revocation of the authority to horrow, T respectfully submit for con-
sideration.

6. In the Appendix I beg to present, in continuation of former statements Appeidin
of the same kind, an Analysis of the Liabilities (by Parliamentary appropriation
and permanent Statutes) and Assets of the Colony for the year 1874.

By these statements it will be seen that, after paying off the remainder of the
Deficiency Loan, £384,600, and providing for undischarged Appropriations to the
extent of £586,775 0s. 11d. (subject to increase by further Parliamentary appro-
priations, or to decrease by lapses under the 17th clause of the Audit Act) the
unappropriated surplus of the Consolidated Revenue Fund (proper) at the 31st
December, 1874, was £819,785 19s. 7d.

7. A Schedule of Transfers under the authority of the Governor and Appendix A.
Bxecutive Council, as provided for by the 18th clause of the Audit Act, is submitted
in the Appendix.

Statements of the Registration of Brands Account, and of the Public Appencic B
Abattoirs Fund, are also added. S

8. The Accounts of the Government Saviﬁgs’ Bank for the year 1874 have
been examined and certified, in terms of the 14th clause of the Act 34 Victoria,
No. 15.

The . Bullion Accounts of the Sydney Branch of the Royal Mint have also
been the subject of monthly examination and audit.

9. It only remains for me to add that the correspondence in the postings of
the Public Accounts between the Treasury and Audit Departments has left but few
differences for adjustment, and that these have heen readily reconciled.

I have no Schedule of Disallowances to report; and I have now to submit
the Statements with this Report under the provisions of the 38th clause of the
Audit Act, certifying the same to be correct.
