It should he noticed that the stun of £175,838 13s. ld. ·hol'l -raised under the 
Railway Loan Act, 36 Vir. No. 17, to which attention 1vas drawn in n1y Report of 
last year, has been 1nade good out of the RevennP h~r special Vote No. 31 in the 
Appropriation Act for 1877. 

9. I have to report that the Statutory Dischal'ges of Receipt-s and J?ayn1enL 
by the 'I'reasurer, which, by the 28th section of the Audit Act, the Auditor General 
is requir~cl to issue, are still in abeyance for the Juonth of October a.nd Decembe1' 
of the yea,r 1876. And further, that I have been ohliged to withhold similar 
Discharges for tlw m.onths of April, Noven1ber, and Dccen11Jm· of the year 1877. 

The repeated applications which have been n1a<le to tbc 'I'rea ury for the 
return of the necessary vouchers and paperB to enable n1e to prepare the e Di cha.rge 
have been di~wegawled, and to this day ren1ain 1msatisficd. 'rhereforc, until the e 
defect. arc macle good, I mn nnable to certify i.o t.ht> aecm·acy of the Tl'rasurer' s 
• 'taten1ents, in so fae as thosp n1onth. are concerned. 

10. Under an opinion given hy ~11'. Attorney General :N[artjn, dated lOth 
April, 1872, the Auditor General has no power to 1-mrcharge thP 'I'reasluer, nor is 
there any Officer of the Treasury npon whom the Auditor can rai e a ur­
eharge. He is, therefore, powerles to exact compliancP with th requirement. of 
the Audit Act., and can do no more than invite the attentio11 of the Lrgislatnre to 

tlw

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th' h rt omino-s ·which he feels it his duty to bring under notice. 'l'he responsible 
~Iini ter in Yirtu of the opinion above quoted, is practically irresponsible, and the 
great R c inng and Pay O:ffic of the State is free frorn the penalties for neglect, 
which th Audit Act impose, upon every other public accountant. 

11. \Vith a view to the e .. tahlishment of a 1nm·e effective control, on the part. 
of Parlimnent which seem to n1e to be wanting under the Audit Act of 1870, I 
would take lcay' to ugge t the appointtnent of a Committee of Public Accounts, 
con i ting of nic1nbers o:f one or both ~Houses, on the same plan and with similar 
dnti a are di charged with such eminent success by the Committee of Public 
.. :-\. •counts appointed hy the :House of Connnons. 

12. 'l'hi" Committee inquires into all cli±[erences between the Audit and 
Expenditure Departments of the State, and makes its Reports to the House upon 
them. It calls before it the principal Officers of the Departments with which the 
_lndit Office i , in conflict, que tions them on the points raised, and gives its decision 
in fa1""our of the Department which it believes to be in the right. An important 
moral upport is thu given to the Audit Department, without which it could never 
hold it O"Wn against the powerful influence of the great State Departments brought 
to bear again'" t it. 

13. In the Appendix will be found a Schedule of Transfers of Surplus 
Balances :from one head of Service to another, authorized by the Governor in Council 
under the provisions of the 18th clause of the Audit Act. 

14. In accordance with former practice, I also append separate Statement~ of 
the Receipts and Disb-ursements under the "Registration of Brands Act" (30 Vic. 
:X o. 12) and the ' Public Abattoirs Ftmd" (14 Vic. No. 36). 

The e Accotmts are mixed up with the general Accounts in the Treasurer's 
tatement, although directed to be s~parately shown as "Special Funds." 

The Registration of Brands Account shows a Debit Balance of £456 6s. 5d. 
and the Eublic Abbatoirs Fund a Debit Balance of £2,185 15s. 2d. 

15. The u. ual Schedule of Dis-allowances of Payments illegally made by the 
Treasurer without Warrants, as prescribed by the 11th clause of the Audit Act, forms 
A..ppenclix C to this Report. 

16. U ncler the provisions of the 17th clause of the Audit Act, the Trustees 
of Victoria Park were called upon to repay the Advance of £500 made to them for 
"Improvements" tmder a Vote of the year 1876. 

A . the grant had not been operated upon in that year, nor any engagement 
entered into for the employment of the money, the Vote was held to have lapsed on 
the 31st of :March :following, in tm·ms of the clause quoted. The Trustees however 
clemtu·red to the repayn1ent of the money, claiming exemption from the operation of 
the 17th clause on the plea that the money had been issued to them, and was no 
longer tmclf'r the control of the Treasury . 

.... ~ the plea was a new one, and iinportant in its bearing on similar grants, a 
ca e \\""a ubn1ittecl for the opinion of the Attorney General, and in accordance with 
the direction contained in the 37th clause of the Audit Act, I append a copy of the 
f•ase, a . tated, ancl of the Honorable the Attorney General's opinion thereon. The 
opinion is adverse to the view taken by me, and opposed to the construction which 

See AppendU had guided the Department in dealing with similar grants from the time of the intro-
D. duction of the Audit Act. 17. 
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17. The terms of the 17th clause m·e explicit as to the lapsiug of Votes for 

Services uncontracted for before the expiration of the year, or unexpended within 

the first three n1onths of the following year. I cannot therefore recognise the mere 

issue of a Vote by the 'l1reasury as being tantamount to the expenditure of it. Tho 

proper course to have been taken t:~eemcd to me to be this: that the money should 

·have been refunded and placed again upon the Estimates as a "lapsed Vote" with 

others of a similar character. There would thus have accrued no loss to the Trustees, 

the law would not have been strained, the Accounts would have been kept clear, and 

Parliament would have been made aware of the reasons for the non-expenditure of 

the Vote in the year for the Service of which it was appropriated. In order that the 

view taken by the Trustees may be fully placed before Parliament, a copy of Mr. 

S.C. Brown's letter on their behalf will be found in the Appendix with the other papers 

in the case. The danger is, that a vicious principle may be established, and moneys 

voted for the Service of the year, when once issued by the Treasury, may be kept in 

band by Trustees or others for irregular or indefinite periods, with the further 

risk of ultimate appropriation to purposes not contemplated when the Vote was taken. 

18. There is great disinclination on the part of the recipients of public moneys, 

whether heads of departments or other persons, to incur the risk of losing a Vote 

once taken, by submitting it again to the crucible of Parliamentary discussion. 

The feeling is-· if I may be permitted to say so-unreasonable, inasmuch as I am 

not aware that a sum once voted has been demurred to as a "re-vote," on reasonable 

cause for its non-expenditure being shown. Moreover, Parliament has a right to 

know to what extent its grants for the previous year have been unexpended, and the 

reason why. 

19. Owing to the late period at which the Appropriation Act for the Service 

of the year 1877 was passed-nearly the middle of the tenth n1onth of the year-it 

was found necessary to prolong the life of the Votes beyond the time fixed by the 

Audit Act, for Services which could not be undertaken until that measure was 

assent_ed to. A clause was therefore introduced, extending the operation of the 

grants to the 31st December, 187S. Nevertheless, the following clause (No. 14) was 

allowed to stand, which provi<les that "Nothing in this Act contained shall affect, 

or in any manner alter or vary, any of the provisions of the Audit Act of 1~_70." 

Whether this clause nullifies the provision for extending the life of the .Votes is 

a question which I have not thought it necessary to raise, recognising as I do the 

obvious intention of the Legislature in that regard. But I deem it my duty to 

invite attention to the clause, because it was enacted to remove the serious incon­

venience which would have been felt had tbe Votes been allowed to lapse on the 31st 

of March. I wish, moreover, to point out to your Honorable House that a similar 

clause was re-enacted in the Appropriation Act for the present year, which was 

assented to on the 21st May, and therefore did not call for the same prolongation 

which, under such exceptional circumstances, was extended to the Votes of the 

previous year; and I would, very respectfully, beg to point out the danger of inter­

fering with the operation of the Audit Act, in respect of the lapsing of Votes which 

are not protected by contract. 

The continuance of such a clause is likely to lead to looseness in the treatment 

of the Annual Votes, and to confusion in the Accounts : a risk which can only, in my 

opinion, be justified by the occurrence of such exceptional circumstances as were 

exemplified in regard of the Appropriations for 1877.

Sir, Sydney, 27 December, 1877. 
In reply to your letter requesting the Trustees of Victoria Park to repay to the Treasury the 

balance in their hands of the £100 paid to them on the 29th November, 1875, and the whole of the £500 
paid to them on the 30th December, 1876, for the reasoll :;t (as you state) that the further expenditure 
thereof is barred by the provisions of the Audit Act, I beg, on behalf of the 'l'rustees, to say that they 
conceive they are not bound to comply with your request, and tb:tt the 17th seciion of the Audit Act, 
referred to by you, does not apply to this case. 
. As appears by the letter from the Treasury of 30th December, 1876, the £500 voted for the 
Improvement of Victoria Park had been that day paid into the Bank of New South Wales to the credit 
of the Trustees (that portion of the usual printed letter which refers to the time for the expenditure of 
the money, and the payment of the unexpended balance, being struck out). In the .first place, it would be 
absurd to suppose that this money having only been paid to the Trustees on the 30th December, they 
eould expend it before the end of the year; but even if they could have clone so, the?', as I before stated, 
conceive they were not bound so to do, because the 17th section of the Audit Act refers (as they contend) 
to moneys in the bands of the Government for works authorized by Parliament, and not to moneys which 
have already been issued and paid away by the Government to a body like the Trustees of Victoria. Park, 
to be expended by them at their discretion for improvements generally.

Had any part of these moneys remained in the Colonial Treasury, and not been paid over to the 
Trustees during the year for which it wa.s voted and £or the :first three months o£ the next year, such part 
of such moneys would under section 17 of the Audit Act lapse, and be no longer available for the purpose 
for which they were votecl; but in my opinion whate1er part o£ such moneys has been paid to the Trustees 
the same has been expended, wit.hin the meaning of the Act, and can no longer be regarded as under the 
control of the Treasury or Audit Office, except so far as the Department of Audit may ha,ve to inquire 
into the proper outlay thereof. 

The 17th section contemplates the retention, not the return, of moneys, and only forbids the issne 
or application by the Colonial Treasurer of moneys still under his control ; ]t bas therefore no applica1,ion 
to money in the hand~ of the Trustee~.
