They were examined and forwarded for the necessary corrections on 

the 30th May, and finally returned with such explanations or corrections as were 

found to be satisfactory on the 8th of the following month. 

2. The Appropriation Act, 45 Victoria, No. 21, for the Service of the year, 

received the Governor's assent on the 20th December, 1881.

8. Debentures under the Acts 41 Victoria, No. 7, and 43 Victoria, No. 11, to 

the extent of £2,000,000, were placed upon the London market in 1882. The 

Accounts received show that (rninus expenses of sale) a net sum of £2,031,184 3s. 8d. 

has been realized, exhibiting a premium of £1 lls. 2cl. per cent. upon the Loan; 

but, excepting the sum of £500,000, transferred from London to Sydney, no portion 

of this Loan finds a place in the Accounts for 1882. 

The outstanding debt at the close of the year was £16,721,219 9s. 2d., the 

annual interest upon which amounted to £757,129 ls. 8d. (See Treasury Statement, 

at page 88.) But inasmuch as the additional £2,000,000, just referred to, had at 

the close of the year been credited in London, the total debt must be increased by 

that sum, and the annual interest charge by £80,000. 

9. Although the irregularity was made the subject of a special Report at the 

meeting of Parliament, after the change of Ministry (see "Hansard,'' page 44), it 

is my duty to bring under notice in this Report the fact that a Warrant for 

£20,000 to meet pressing claims for wages in connection with the Railway traffic, 

was, as it seems, illegally issued as chargeable to Railway traffic receipts, the 

Parliamentary V ute being exhausted. 

The vote for Working Expenses of the Railways and Tramways for the 

year 1882 was £883,075, whilst the actual payments to 31st December amounted 

to £901,149 12s. 3d., showing an excess at that date over the vote taken of 

£18,074 12s. 3d. (See page 48 of Treasurer's Statement.) Provision was made on 

the Supplementary Estimates to cover this expenditure. 

10. There were further payments made before the close of the year out o£ a

11. It i my duty to report that, contrary to tho directions contained in the 
11:-th clan e of the i\_udit A_ct, ~T~rrants were obtained from His Excellency the 
Governor for the issue of money without tho Auditor-General's certificate. 

The \Varrants w re dated respectively 10th December, 1882, and are described 
below, namely :-

There \fas no que tiJn as to the n1oney being legally available, nor was there 
any rea on to suppo e that the irregularity arose otherwise than through inadvertence. 
N eYcrtheless, I did not feel justified in certifying the -warrants after the mistake 
had been discovered, except under the advice of the Honorable the Attorney­
General. 

I append copies of the cases laid before Mr. Dalley, together with copies of 
his opinion thereon, as directed by the 37th section of the Audit Act. (Viele 
Appendix marked A.) 

12. An objection was taken by me to the payment of salary out of the 
Consolidated Revenue to a Deputy or Acting District Court Judge, for which no 
provision had been made upon the Estimates. 

The contention of the Treasury was that the 30th clause of the District 
Courts Act (22 Vic. No. 18) , which provides for the appointment of a deputy in 
case of illness or absence, carried with it the Parliamentary authority for the payment 
of his salary. As I could not concur in this view, I deen1ed it right to seek the 
advice of the Honorable the Attorney-General upon the point. I beg to append 
copy of the case submitted, together with Mr. Wisdom's opinion thereon. 

It will be seen that my objection was upheld, and provision has since been 
made on the Supplementary Estimates for the expenditure. (Vide Appendix 
marked B.) 

13. A question was raised by the Commissioner and Engineer-in-Chief for 
Roads upon an objection urged by me as to the legality of the issue in 1882 of a 
sum of 1noney allotted to Trustees under the Schedule for 1881. 

It had been held by the Audit Department, and concurred in by the '.rreasury, 
that in all cases where similar services were provided for in the current year's Votes, 
appropriations for the previous year, ~tniss~ted, should not be regarded as available, 
but that issues should be made from the current year's supplies. This view was 
combated by the Roads Department, which pleaded in justification of its expenditure 
that clause of the Appropriation Act which declares that no appropriation in this 
Act included shall lapse until the expiration of the following year, thus conferring 
on the Votes two years' currency, in direct opposition to the provisions of the 
Audit Act. 

It was pointed out that this ·provision of the Act was introduced some years 
ago to protect votes taken for Public 1\T orks at an advanced period of the year when 
time was not afforded for their execution before the expiration of the year for which 
they were voted, and was never intended to apply to ordinary and annually recurring 
Services. Mr. Attorney-General Wisdom having been appealed to, gave it as his 
opinion that the special provision in section 16 of tl~e Appropriation Act for 1881, 

extending 
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extending the life of the votes to the 31st December, 1882, overrode tho general 

enactment in section 17, which declares that "nothing in this Act contained shall 

affect, or in any manner alter, or vary any of the provisions, &c., of the Audit Act of 

1870." 

Under this opinion the expenditure to which exception· had been taken was 

passed; but I desire to point out the inconvenience of applying to aU Services a 

provision only intended to meet the requirements of Special Services provided for at 

a period of the year when it was impossible that the votes for Public Works could 

to any extent be availed of. 

I would venture to submit that the votes to which circumstances seem to 

justify the application of the special enactment in section 16, prolonging their lives 

to the end of the following year, should be specifically 1nentioned in a separate 

Schedule to the Appropriation Act. Thus will the incongruity to which attention is 

invited be removed. The general votes will be confined. to the limits prescribed by 

the Audit Act. The specific items will be protected, and an element of uncertainty 

and dispute will be withdrawn. 

A copy of the Attorney-General's opinion referred to will be found in the 

Appendix marked C. 

14. My attention was drawn in the course of the past year to the large increa,se 

in the Railway Staff unprovided for on the Estimates and paid from " Working 

Expenses." It appeared upon investigation that Salaries to the extent of £46,000 

were charged to the Vote for ''Working Expenses" without being submitted to 

Parliament. As it seemed to me that Parliament should exercise a control over this 

expenditure, I brought the subject under the notice of the l\1:inister for Public 

Works and the Colonial Treasurer. The result has been the preparation of the 

Estimates for 1883, showing the expenditure in detail, subject to such alterations 

(within the limit of the Vote) as the exigencies of the Service may demand. 

15. The appointment of an Assistant Accountant in the Departn1ent of 

Harbours and Rivers at a salary of £400, made chargeable upon the Loan Vote for 

the Sydney Water Supply, formed the subject of further investigation into the manner 

in which that vote was being used for the payment of clerical services not contem­

plated by the terms of the appropriation. 

The vote which was supposed to cover the cost of "Land and Works" only 

(as per Mr. Clarke's estimate) appeared to have been debited with the whole cost of 

the salaries of surveyors, engineers, and the clerical staff engaged on office work­

expenses intended to have been defrayed out of a special sum of £30,000, proposed 

by ~1:r. Clarke to be provided for the purpose, but omitted from the Estimates sub­

mitted to Parliament. 

Upon a representation of the circumstances by the Audit Department it has 

been directed by the Minister that the salaries shall be placed upon the E timates 

for the time to come, and a statement of past expenditure prepared for the informa­

tion of Parliament. 

16. In my Report on the Accounts for 1881, at page 95, clause 10, it was 

noticed that the Certificates of Discharge to the Treasurer, prescribed by the 28th 

section of the Audit Act, had been withheld, owing to the absence of authority for 

the employment of money voted for the railway from Wellington to Dubbo, upon 

the line from Orange to Wellington. It is satisfactory to h~tve to report that the 

irregularity 
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irrecrularity ha be n ren1cdi d by the Loan Act 46 Victoria, No. 23, passed during 
th e ion of 1 82-3, under which tho separate appropriations have been authorized 
to J:>e r garcled a one. The discharges have therefore been prepared and forwarded 
to the Trea ur r. 

17. Authorities under the 18th clause of the Audit Act for the transfer of 
balances from one h ad of service to supplmnent deficiencies in the votes for other 
service , were forwarded to Mr. Speaker, for the information of your Honorable 
House, as required by the Act, the particulars of which will be found set forth in the 
Appendix marked D. 

18. I have also to report the receipt of authority from the Governor and 
Executive Council, under the provisions of clause 31, for the passing of certain 
payments without written vouchers. 

In two instances the vouchers in connection with Rail way Services had been 
lo t, and it was stated to be impossible to obtaiu duplicates. 

In another case vouchers in the custody of the Municipal Council of Albury 
were alleged to have been destroyed by fire, and in a third instance, namely, that of 
the Fi heries Commission, vouchers, representing payments to the extent of £43410s., 
were destroyed by fire in the Garden Palace. 

The particulars in each of these cases are given in a schedule to this report. 
[Vide Appendix marked E.] 

19. Under the provisions of section 30 of the Audit Act, relief was given 
by the Governor and Executive Council from certain disallowances on the accounts 
of the officers named below :-

1. The Clerk of the Peace, for an overpayment to a witness at W arialda, 
the sum of £12 18s. 4d. 

2. The Under-Secretary for Finance and Trade, for overpayments to Dr. 
Ca:ffyn, for professional services in connection with the small-pox, 
£6 6s. 4d., and £12. 

3. 'l'he late Superintendent of Stores, for overcharges in his accounts, 
£9 18s. 8d. and £4 lOs. Reference to these surcharges was made in 
my report on the accounts for 1881, page 96, paragraph 12. 

In the same report, page 96, paragraph 11, notice was taken of certain un­
satisfied surcharges in connection with the Prisons Department. It is my duty to 
state that the late Government went out of office without determining the question 
at issue, and the Comptroller-General's accounts still continue open in the books of 
this Department, pending the decision of the Government as to the relief of that 
officer or the enforcement of the surcharge.* 

20. By the terms of the vote for £100,000 under the head of "Advance to 
Treasurer," for the year 1881, to enable the Treasurer to make advances to public 
officers, &c., the amount is required to be adjusted not later than the 31st December, 
1882. 

It is my duty to report that the repayment was not made until the 3rd Nlarch, 
1883. 

The Supplementary Estimate for 1882 shows a total sum of £199,981 Os. 8d., 
paid out of "Treasurer's Advance Account," up to the 31st December. Parliament 
was therefore asked for £100,000 in the Supply Bill for the January Services, in 

anticipation 
~ By a Minute of the P roceedings of Lhc Goyemo1· in Council, dalccl 25 September, 1883, the Comptroller -General of Prisons 

has now been relieved of Lhe surcharge referred lo. - E.A.R., 8/10/83. 
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anticipation of the regular votes which should have been taken before the end of 

the year to enable the Treasurer to adjust this advance. It is a moot question 

whether by this procedure Parliament has not doubled the appropriation for this 

service, inasmuch as the appropriation for the supplmnentary services has been made 

in full by the annual Appropriation Act without reference to the previous vote 

under the temporary Supply Act. 

21. The Parliamentary Vote being exhausted payments were made in 1882 to 

the extent of £1,758 lls. 6d. for the service of the Department of Customs, and 

debited as " Charges on Collections" under the presumed authority of the 48th 

section of the Constitution Act. A vote was afterwards taken to make good this 

and other sums similarly issued. It seems to me, however, to be desirable to invite 

attention to this question, inasmuch as the legal opinion as to the impropriety of 

charging to Railway receipts payments made under exactly similar circumstances 

(referred to in clause 9 of this report) would seem to imply that the clause of the 

Constitution Act relied upon in support of such payments is inoperative. 

Although not distinctly so stated, it would seem to be held that the provisions 

of the Audit Act, regulating the issue of public moneys, supersede the general 

authority in the Constitution Act hitherto supposed to legalise, in case of 

emergency, payments out of collections. It is very desirable that this question 

should be set at rest. 

22. I have to report a defalcation in the accounts of Mr. Sullivan, Mining 

Registrar at Mount MacDonald. The amount was small (£56 lOs. 2d.), and was 

recovered from his sureties. 

23. There will be found appended to this report the following statements or 

returns in connection with the 1882 accounts, and in continuation of returns of a

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26. But on the eve of n1y retirement from office I would again take leave to 
r n tho recommendation which I deemed it my duty to make in my Report on 
th Tr a ur r' Account for tho year 1877. It will be found at page 122, clauses 
11 and 12 of the R port, dat d 30th Augu t, 1878. 

It object wa to invite the attention of yotU' Honorable House to the 
desirability of appointing a Committee of Public: Accounts, with a view to . the 
e tabli hment of a 1nore effective Parliamentary control over the expenditure of 
the "'r otes for the Public Service. 

Such a Committee has been for many years appointed by the House of 
Commons at the commencement of every Session, and has been found to have 
rendered mo t valuable service in determining points of difference that have arisen 
between the Controller and Auditor-General and the great Departments of State, 
and in bringing under the notice of the House irregularities which otherwise would 
never have been brought into prominent notiee, and by thus bringing them to light, 
leading to their correction. Reference vras made to the same subject in my Report 
on the Accolmts for 1881. 

27. There is a case in point to which I should like to refer in illustration : 
A vote of £1,000 was taken for the enlargement and improvement of the 

Goulburn Hospital in 1879, and an advance to that amount was made by the 
Trea ury to the Committee of that Institution. In reply to my application for 
accounts of its expenditure, or for the repayment of the money to the Treasury, I 
am told that the money is held in abeyance, pending some contemplated action of 
the Government as to the building of a new Hospital. The matter has been 
reported to the Colonial Secretary as well as to the Treasury, with a view to 
obtaining the repayment of the money, but it is still retained unexpended in the 
hands of the Hospital authorities, and there seems to be no remedy. This ought 
not to be. 

Under the opinion of the Law Officers it has been held that the Treasury 
loses all control of moneys once issued under Votes of Parliament to Trustees for 
public purposes. Road Trustees and others are in the habit of taking advantage of 
this reading of the Audit Act, and the Auditor is powerless to bring Trustees to 
accolmt. 

In the instance referred to, as in all similar cases, a loss of interest on the 
sum advanced is suffered by the State; and to obviate the inconvenience of keeping 
accounts open for years, I may perhaps be permitted to suggest that ~f at the time 
of i sue a condition was made with Trustees for the refunding of the money if not 
used within a reasonable time, to be specified, a revote might be taken for its 
re-issue when circumstances were more favorable for the profitable expenditure of 
the grant. The district would by this means be no sufferer, and a more perfect 
control over Parliamentary Votes would be established.

TrrE rule is that whenever there is a particular enactment and a general enactment in the same statute, 
a.nd the latter taken in its most comprehensive sense would overrule the former the particular enactment 
must be operative and the general enactment must be taken to affect only the other parts of the statute 
to .which it may properly apply (per Lord Romlll.r, M.R., in Pretty v. Solly, 26, Bear 606). "For instance," 
sa1d the same Judge in De Thuton v. Brecon 28, L.J., ch. GO.t, "if there is an authority in an Act of 
Parliament to a corporation to sell a particular piece of la.nd, and there is also a general clause to the

nactment in section 17 of the Act, and there can be no doubt whatever that the Legislature intended 
that it should be so comiderocl. The appropriation in question is therefore still available and will continue 
to be available until the 31st December next .
